Minute Plan/09 – Appeal – Persimmon Homes – The Chairman asked about the current position with the appeal. The Clerk explained that the Parish Council’s further representations had been formulated by the planning consultant who had been employed for that purpose and these had been submitted to the Inspector. A “Rule 6” Group had been formed in the Village and had or would be submitting a Statement of Case to the Inspector setting out reasons for the appeal to be dismissed. The Appeal Hearing was scheduled to commence on Tuesday 30th January 2018 and consideration would be given later on the agenda to who would represent the Parish Council at the Hearing.

Plan/18
Saddington Neighbourhood Plan.
Members considered the pre-submission version of the Saddington Neighbourhood Plan that was available for comment until 12th January 2018.

Members noted that a section had been included in the Plan regarding an area of separation between Fleckney and Saddington to further control development in the area of land between the two settlements to prevent the coalescence of the two settlements. It was noted however that the area identified was in conflict with the Parish Council’s comments made when responding to the HDC new Local Plan when it was suggested that “the area of land between the parish boundary to the south-east of the Village and the built area of Saddington Village, because of its importance to both settlements, should be designated as an area of separation.  

The designation of this area as an area of separation is necessary in order to prevent harmful development extending in to the open countryside and prevent merging of the two settlements to ensure that the identity and distinctiveness of both settlements is maintained as well as their landscape setting, built environment and the views across open countryside”.
Resolved that a comment be made on the pre-consultation draft  that the area of separation between Fleckney and Saddington should extend from the Fleckney Parish boundary in the south east along both sides of Fleckney Road to the revised limits of development for Saddington Village as set out in the Neighbourhood Plan.
