Local Nature Recovery Strategy for Leicestershire.

Cllr. Everitt explained to members the main purpose of the Strategy, how it would work and be funded and the how local actions could feed into the County wide strategy. Although the main theme was nature recovery there were also wider environmental issues such as sustainability, flooding and climate change. It was felt the best option to move this matter forward on a local basis would be to establish an Environmental Working Party to look at the issues and how these could be implemented on a local basis.

Resolved that:

(i) The report be received and noted.

(ii) An Environmental Working Party be established consisting of Cllrs. J Everitt, J Earwaker, T Mcdonagh and S Kenyon-Ellis to consider the issues raised in the Local Nature Recovery Strategy and make recommendations on actions that could be implemented on a local basis to help recovery and mitigate the impact of other environmental issues.

S106 Agreement – Persimmon Homes.

The Clerk reported that he had been notified by Harborough DC that the deed of variation to the S106 Agreement with Persimmon Homes had not been executed despite the agreement of all parties to the variation. Although the Parish Council had been informed the deed of variation was being worked on by a local solicitor it now transpires that this was not he case and in reality nothing had been done to progress the variation. Harborough DC had now requested that the Parish Council meet both Persimmon Homes legal costs (£1,500) and its own legal costs (yet to be determined) in order to progress the variation.

 Members expressed their concern at the failure of Harborough DC to execute the deed of variation.
Members considered an appropriate form of wording for the variation.

Resolved that:

(i) The Parish Council agrees to meet the Persimmon Homes legal costs of £1,500 and the reasonable legal costs of Harborough DC in order for the S106 deed of variation to be executed.
(ii) The Parish Council’s preferred word for the variation to read “An off-site contribution to improve, replace or provide new facilities at Leicester Road Recreation Ground, Fleckney or Lodge Road Recreation Ground, Fleckney to serve the development and in accordance with locally identified priorities"
76/23
New Sports Centre – Next Steps.

The Clerk updated members with the latest position with the new Sports Centre including providing a copy of a report that had been prepared by Ball Hall which included information on highways, planning, design progression, cost certainty/tender and timeline. There were two particular issues that were on concern. Firstly, the issue with the Leicester Road junction had still not been fully resolved following a further meeting between Vectos and County Highways although progress had been made. The outcome would be dependant on the results of the traffic survey on Leicester Road and the formal response to the latest pre-application discussions. Secondly, there is a lack of certainty on the actual amounts that will be available from S106 contributions which needs to clarified with Harborough DC at the earliest opportunity. Whilst it would be possible to start work on the planning application process by commissioning some of the reports it was felt that in the circumstances a decision should be delayed until a future meeting.
