Village Centre Improvements – UK Shared Prosperity Fund.
Members received copies of the notes of the meeting that had taken place with Harborough DC to consider how best the £25k could be spent to improve the Village centre. The major concern for the Village centre was the amount of speeding traffic and the narrow pavements and whilst the current funding would not be sufficient to make any major improvements it was noted that this would be taken up by Harborough DC with the County Council to see if there were any remedial measures possible within the budget. Members discussed the possibility of undertaking some form of feasibility study to ascertain the options for highway improvements with a view to getting something included in the County Highway Improvement Programme. It was felt however that the County Council should be approached in the first instant to ascertain its views on this matter. Members considered the various proposals for the improvements to the Village centre and considered that priority should be given to replacing railings, shop frontages/signage and clearing the Brook either side of the culvert.
