Firstly, the Staff of Life pub in Mowsley was now open thanks to the efforts of the local community and the District Council to ensure it was not auctioned off for development. It was not clear if it had been purchased by the local community or a third party as a commercial ongoing concern. Secondly, the District Council was set to benefit by £2m from the UK Shared Prosperity Fund which is part of the Government’s Levelling Up agenda. £1m had been allocated for the delivery of the Harborough and Lutterworth Town Centre Master Plan with some minor amounts going to Broughton Astley, Kibworth, Fleckney and Great Glen. There was no indication of how the amount had been allocated or what amount would be available for Fleckney or how it was proposed to be spent. Finally, discussions were taking place with Melton Borough Council on a strategic partnership initiative that would provide an appropriate platform that would enable both councils to improve outcomes for their communities and businesses by increasing service quality, resilience and efficiency as well as increasing the collective influence of both councils.
